Sessions 10/11/12/13/14/15 (BagCats) – 5th February by form or Sportsystem entry files.

Swimmers must be Category 2 registered with the ASA by closing date of entry.

“Meet Entry Programme”.

BagCat swimmers entering Long Distance.

Sprint Entries:
First download and install the Entry Manager v2.0 program from the Sportsystems web site (link above or search sportsystems swimming).

Run the programme, the first item called will be to select your club from the list.

From “Tools”, “Select Organisation”, then select your club from the list.

Then select “Entries”

The entry file sets were attached with this document, save it to a known place, folder or memory stick.
If you are on-line you may now download your swimmers from the ASA database, although you will not be able to download their “Sprint” times as 25m times are not supported. You may also type swimmers in. Do not use middle initials for the Sprints.
