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Wilts Championships and Age Group Entries 2013
Dear All,

Here is your entry detail for the competition. Please take care with the entry as swimmers have been disappointed in the past due to errors made by parents and club officials.

Late entries are not accepted, but time trials may be accommodated, however, timetrials will not be placed in the fastest heat. Timetrials on the day will be accepted if they have achieved the relevant qualifying times and if there are spaces available without adding heats, however, they will most likely be placed in the slowest heats, full payment at time of entry will be required. 
Timetrial entries will be accepted for ASA rankings but not attain positions or take part in finals.

The Youth and Championships are sessions 4-9, age group results are determined in the heats, all 100m and 200m events have Championship finals, and there is a 50m freestyle skins event. 

Junior champions are determined from the championship final and then using times from the heats.   

Junior age is 15/Under. Competition age is defined at 17th March 2013.

BagCat swimmers 9-13 years wishing to enter the championships must enter the Youth events as well, complying with the Youth qualifying times. 
BagCat (9-13years) sessions 10-15 are all HDW (Heat Declared Winners). 
BagCat swimmers 14 years swim with in the Youth and Championships, heat only results are used for BagCat points.

The use of the allocated seating plan for the BagCats is again used for 2013.          
Changes to 2013 competition:
Once finalists and the two reserves have accepted when announced, any withdrawal will have to be made on the official form within 10minutes of the announcement and returned to the meet office. Failure to comply will result in a £20.00 fine to the swimmers club.
We request you use the computer entry it does speed up entry and help reduce errors.
Closing dates for entries:

Session 1 (Long Distance) – 12th January by form or Sportsystem entry files.
Sessions 2/3 (Sprints) – 13th January by form or Sportsystem entry files.

Sessions 4/5/6/7/8/9 (Youth) – 2nd  February by form or Sportsystem entry files.

Sessions 10/11/12/13/14/15 (BagCat) - 10th February by form or Sportsystem entry files.

Important Reminders:

Swimmers must be Category 2 registered with the ASA by closing date of entry.

A text copy & the computer entry files must be sent to Rob Hart & copied to Diane Lee by the appropriate closing dates. It is recommended you request “read receipts” if you don’t get one, contact us before the closing date!
Failure to comply will invalidate entry to the competition.

Please read the “Entries” document carefully, there are specific instructions you will need to comply with. 
Strict adherence to the warm up schedule is expected and failure to do so will result in clubs being excluded!
Appropriate footwear and warm clothing to be worn in the corridor at all times.
Please ensure swimmers are ready for presentations and appropriately dressed in Wiltshire Club kit.
Payment procedure:
Entry fees remain the same at £4.25 per individual per event, with the exception of the 800/1500, which is £6.25 but this now includes spectator entry, relay teams £6.00
Please do not send money with entries, the amount due will be notified to the club representative who is responsible for your club entries. Payment will then be due within 30days.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. The Championships and Competitions will be competed for annually. The venues for all galas will be decided by 30 September of the preceding year. 

2. To be valid, all entries, correctly completed, shall reach the Organiser(s) by the date specified on the entry form. Late entries will not be accepted. Entries withdrawn after the closing date will not be refunded

3. Clubs shall be responsible for remitting the competition entry fees to the Hon. Treasurer as soon as advised of total amount due. 

4. A winner will be entitled to hold the perpetual trophy if any, for the event, provided satisfactory assurance is given, by the Club, to the Hon. Trophy Steward that it shall be returned in good condition immediately upon receiving application from the Association. 

5. All competitors shall be members of a club affiliated to the Wilts County A.S.A. 

6. Team managers shall have proof of their swimmers dates of birth available at galas. 

7. For Moonraker Leagues Competition, a swimmer must be a member of the club he represents and be eligible to enter the Wilts County Championships as defined under Rule 1 in the Championship and Age Group Competition conditions, swimmers only need to be registered to Category 1.

  Any transfer of club membership between clubs within 70 miles of one another (including   

  changes from lapsed membership of less than 4 months) shall be made with written resignation. 

  A copy of this and the club’s acknowledgement (or a copy of the ASA transfer of registration 

  form), shall be sent to the Hon. Competition Secretary and the appropriate League Secretaries 

  before competing. 

8. A competitor entered in the name of one club in individual events may not swim for another club in the relay championships in the same event. 

9. Swimmers who have been members of a relay team which has been disqualified in a heat may not swim in another team in the final of that event 

10. Competitors shall be a minimum of nine years on the last day of competition or date specified on the entry form. 

11. Conditions relating to any Championship or Competition must be read in conjunction with these General Conditions. 

12. All swimmers in any competition must be accompanied by a non-swimming team manager. 

13. The appropriate Sub-committee Secretary will normally discharge Wilts County ASA obligations and responsibilities as Promoter, as required by the hiring agreement, ASA Law, and any guidelines on safety procedures recommended. They may appoint a substitute to act as promoter, provided it is done in writing with appropriate guidelines given.

CHAMPIONSHIP AND AGE GROUP COMPETITIONS CONDITIONS 
1.
They shall be open to swimmers, registered at ASA Category 2,and eligible according to A.S.A. Law 406 (2009 Handbook) who have been a member of the Wiltshire club in whose name they are entered for 60 days prior to the closing date of the competition, who have at least ONE of the following qualifications:

(a) Resided within the county for not less than 60 days immediately prior to the closing date of the competition. 

(b) Shall have been born in the county of Wiltshire. 

(c) Their fee paying club shall be a Wiltshire affiliated club. 

(d) In the case of members of the H.M. Forces affiliated under A.S.A. Law, the fact of the competitors name being on the books at the closing date of entry shall be sufficient. 

No swimmer competing in the Championships or Age Groups of any other County or Region in the same year shall be eligible to compete. 

2.
In Junior Championships, the age limit for all competitions, including relays, shall be under 16 years on the last day of competition. 

3.
Swimmers shall have achieved the qualifying entry time for each competition entered. Competitors failing to achieve the entry time may be prohibited from entering a Wilts. Championship or Age Group event of the same style and distance the following year. All entries shall be based on 25m. standard entry times. For relay events, entries should be accompanied by a time which shall be used for seeding 

4.
The Championship final shall be swum by the five competitors (in a five lane pool) or six competitors (in a six lane pool) achieving the fastest times in the heats. The Junior Champion shall be the highest placed junior in the Championship final, or, lacking a junior in the final, the junior returning the fastest time in the heats. The Age Group winner shall be the highest placed swimmer in their Age Group in the heats. 

5.
In Individual Age Group events awards will be made to the first three places. In Individual Championship and Junior Championship events awards will be made to the top swimmers equal to the number of lanes in the pool. In Age Group and Championship Relay events awards will be made to the first three places. Awards will be made to the first six places in each BAGCAT Age Group. 

6.
A trophy shall be awarded to the male and female who obtain the highest GB Points in any single event in the Championship or Age Groups 

7.
The Dave Skittrall Shield for the Top Relay Team will be awarded to the team accumulating the most points from all the relay events. Points will be 5 to the First place down to 1 for the 5th place team. Points for “B” Team swims are kept separate from “A” Team swim points. 

8.
All BAGCAT events will be Heat Declared Winner. Individual Championships shall have heats and finals except 50m events and events of 400m and over. 

9. Age Groups for all individual events except for Long Distance Freestyle will be 9,10,11,12,13,14,15.16,17/18 and 19+.
10. After the closing date for entries, any matter that needs resolution in order to ensure compliance with the Championship/Age Group Competitions Conditions and the smooth running of the event shall be determined by the “Day of the Meet Director” (acting as lead Promoter), together with the Meet Manager and the IT Director. Other members of the Championship Management Team may be consulted as deemed appropriate.

11. Any issues shall, in the first instance, be referred to the “Day of the Meet Director”.
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
