Wiltshire County Report – Diving – July 2011 
Competitions

National Skills Finals Sheffield - 30 April/1 May

Two busy days of competition at Ponds Forge in Sheffield saw 270 divers representing 27 clubs competing for medals and led to some very exciting and close fought events, with lots of audience cheering and support.

Jordan Edwards from West Wilts Diving Club earned a well deserved silver medal in the Group B Boys event, only being denied gold in the last two rounds. His team mate Luke Oliver finished a creditable 6th position after his fifth round dive scored 7.5 points from all judges. Charlotte Cullum also finished 6th in her first National Skills Final. 

The county had 15 divers representing both Wiltshire Clubs at this year’s event.    

ASA East- London-SE Regional Shared Age Group competition – 15th May 2011

West Wiltshire Diving Club’s Finn Aubrey was 1st in the Boys B (14/16yrs) Platform event at the ASA East- London-SE Regional Shared Age Group competition in Southampton. Finn (14), from Bradford on Avon, performed 6 dives from the 5m platform scoring a total of 198.25 pts, more than 11pts ahead of the second placed diver from Crystal Palace. 
Current Wiltshire County Champion, Oscar Lippiatt from Bath was denied medal success this time coming 4th overall with a score of 173.90pts, still comfortably exceeding the recommended standard for the ASA National Age Group Championships. 
British Gas National Age Group Championship – 7th to 11th July 2011
West Wiltshire Diving Club’s Finn Aubrey brought home a bronze medal from this year’s British Gas National Age Group Championships held in Sheffield in July. His team mate Oscar Lippiatt was just denied a medal on his final dive. 

Both boys put in very promising performances on all boards. Lippiatt performed consistently well in all 3 events placing himself 4th or 5th in all events.  Both boys competed in the Boys Group B 1m, 3m and Platform events over 4 days of the competition.

Diving Champions meet
West Wiltshire Diving Club was able to reunite a former County Diving Champion with her trophy, allow her to meet the current holder and see an impromptu diving display at a recent training session at Trowbridge Sports Centre. Marie George, formerly Carpenter, swam and dived for Westbury Swimming Club in the 1960s and won the Girls County 1m Championships as a teenager in 1964 and 1965. The 2010 Champion, Ria Oliver, who coincidently used to swim for Westbury her home town, was only 9 when she won the title. 

Marie, who was taught to dive by her father, used to dive at Westbury’s pool at a time when the County had far more diving boards in use and a number of the County’s swimming clubs were able to field divers for competitions. 
 “I am very impressed with the facilities here and even more impressed by the standard of diving. The club should be very proud”, said Marie. She stayed on to watch a display of poolside skills and to see individual divers showcase their skills, with senior divers performing a range of armstand, somersaulting and twisting dives. Marie remains interested in diving and has been lucky enough to be among the lucky few to be allocated tickets for the 10m Men’s Preliminaries at the 2012 Olympic Games.
