Championships
Good start at Salisbury. There were a few protests, but they were successfully dealt with. The use of the strobe was problematic. The official’s handbook was well received and it was felt that it was a great addition. MT was congratulated on the number of officials in attendance, but she did report that people were slow to sign up. Clubs to be encouraged to persuade their officials to sign up earlier. It was noted that there was a lack of Salisbury officials in attendance.
The printed results showed times for the disqualified swimmers, AR to check to see if this can be changed because it may lead to confusion.

It was unclear if medals would be presented at the 800m event in Marlborough. DL to check.

Regional Issues/Examinations
PR stated that there are still issues at Loughborough regarding uploading of details of newly qualified J1 candidates. He reported that last year 20 people started J1 training, 4 J2 and 6 J2S. There were no referee candidates and 17 J1, 6 J2, 2 J2s and 2 Referee candidates  successfully completed their training. So far there have been 5J1 completions and potentially 3 Referee candidates this year.

Diversity

Thanks were expressed to MT & Dl for sorting out the officials dietary requirements. Mt requested that officials need to use swim meet to make us aware of any dietary issues. The committee were reminded that strobes must be made available for any swimmer who asks for one, even if they have not requested one in advance. There may be a time very soon when we need more that 1 strobe.  AR to investigate.

Wiltshire League

The committee expressed its concern over the inclusion of the backstroke relay events. It was felt that they presented a serious health and safety risk and it was felt that we should recommend to the league committee that they be removed in future. Concern was expressed about the consistency of officiating these events. Referees must inform team managers that they are responsible for the safety of their swimmers and that any collisions would lead to disqualification. AR to remind referees appointed for round 2.
